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Future Capitalism Survey of 2009
My father, Norman Macrae, and I have collected data around this focus of entrepreneurial networking and goodwill valuation since his Next Capitalism survey in the December issue of The Economist, 1976.  This innovation survey was translated into many languages including Italian by a young Romano Prodi.

Unknown to us at that time, 1976 also started the development of the most practical and robust sustainability investment models of microeconomics, thanks to the new nation of Bangladesh. Today that nation offers the world 10 times more economical systems of banking and other opportunities  for societies and businesses to network above zero sum.  For the last 18 months, together with a 1000 worldwide members of a bookclub, and 10000 youthful members of a dvdclub, of Future Capitalism, we have merged our microeconomic mapping experiences which Dr Muhammad Yunus has kindly mentored us on. This is a joyous leadership quest for us since dad first learnt economics from an Indian correspondence course whilst waiting to navigate RAF planes out of Bangladesh in 1943.
We invite anyone interested in understanding what we have discovered to a day’s debrief in Dhaka with Nobel Laureate Muhammad Yunus on June 29 http://yunusforum.net  Naturally we are equally interested in collaboratively multiplying any sustainability investment impacts across networks before or after this date. As of this time the simplest menu of pathways we now have to interface with any microeconomic networks interested in sharing action learnings looks like this:
